The Crossways Centre is in the village of Yardley Hastings, between Northampton and Bedford (slightly closer to Northampton).  The Stagecoach bus service P1 runs hourly between Northampton and Bedford in each direction and stops in Yardley Hastings on the main road.

If you are coming from most places in the North, West Midlands and South-West, Northampton is the best station for you.  Bedford is better if travelling from the East Midlands and East Anglia.  If you’re coming from London or the South, it doesn’t matter!
From Northampton rail station:
Follow the signs to the town centre, which should take you in a straight line along Black Lion Hill, Marefair and Gold St.  When you reach All Saints church (which looks like a town hall at first glance) turn left.  This road is called Drapery and the bus leaves from bus stop D4.
The bus P1 leaves Northampton hourly, and the journey takes about 20 minutes.  You will want to be on the 11:30 or 12:30 to arrive for lunch; there are also buses in the afternoon at 1:30, 2:30, 3:30 and 4:30.

From Bedford Rail station:

Exit the station and turn left onto Ashburnam Road.  Follow this road until its end at the mini-roundabout and turn left.  This bus stop is where the P1 to Northampton leaves.
The bus P1 leaves Bedford hourly, and the journey takes about 30 minutes.  You will want to be on the 11:30 or 12:30 to arrive for lunch; there are also buses in the afternoon at 1:30, 2:30, 3:30 and 4:30.

From the A428:
The bus will drop you off on the main Bedford Road (A428) in Yardley Hastings.  It is then a 5-10m walk to the village centre.  Take the High Street (you need to cross the main road if you came from Bedford) and then the first left which is Little Street.  Crossways Centre is just beyond the square, on the left hand side, opposite the school.
